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During this year's Arbaeen, the number of pilgrims leaving the country exceeded 4 million,
breaking the annual record" Iran’s Police Chief Ahmad Reza Radan said on an inspection to
Chazzabeh border crossing in the southwest of the country on Thursday.

He said that Arbaeen pilgrims set a new record this year, stressing that the Iranian took part in
the religious event hugely despite enemies’ propaganda campaign to discourage them from
participating in the ceremonies.
